	Installing the CPI Gadget


Thank you in advance for trying the CPI Gadget. To get started using the gadget you will need to download the installer to your personal computer. Please open a browser and type in the following web address:
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http://www.BlackBookPDA.com/CPIGadgetInstaller.exe
You will have the option of running or saving the installer to your personal

computer. If you choose to save the installer then once downloaded you will

see an icon on your desktop like the example to the right.

Double click on the icon to start the installation process. One of the first steps will ask you to agree to the license agreement terms, so select ‘I Agree’ and then click on the Install button. The gadget installs in a matter of seconds.

	Starting the CPI Gadget

Now that the gadget has been installed you should see an icon on your desktop like the

icon example to the right. Double click on the icon to start the gadget. 

	Logging into the CPI Gadget


The gadget will require you to logon using the ID and password assigned to you at purchase time. Once you have successfully logged onto the product, the system will remember your ID and password from that point forward. The logon window looks like the screen shot below.
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	After entering both your ID and password simply click on the Logon button to activate your account. If you ever see the logon screen again then the gadget was unable to save your logon information, so you will be required to enter this information each time you use the product. The issue probably means that the permissions on your personal computer are restricting the gadget from updating files.

One important feature worth noting is the gadget placement functionality. In the example to the left there is a RED message outlining the functionality, but it is worth repeating. If you click on the Black Book logo and hold your left mouse key down then you can drag and drop the gadget to any location on your computer desktop. The gadget will remember the last location the next time you start your computer.  


	Using the Gadget


	You are now logged onto the gadget, so the window you are viewing should look very similar to the example to the right. There are a couple sets of buttons that are the key to using the gadget, so they will now be highlighted.
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First, if you have been granted access to historical values then a calendar button          will appear. This button allows you to view historical data. This function has to be turned on for your account.

The second set of buttons is located at the bottom of the gadget and look like they are built right into the CPI’s bumper. From left to right the buttons are:
· Print Function

· Calendar 

· Logoff Button (closes gadget)

· User Preferences

One of the more important functions just outlined is the user preferences button. This option will allow you to change the look-and-feel of the gadget by selecting a different skin or color scheme. 
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	Technical Support


The gadget requires that a small software program be installed on your PC, so if you get an error when trying to run the gadget, the likely cause will be system permissions issues. In other words, your PC isn’t letting the gadget install all the pieces of software. If you have a system administrator in your office ask them for assistance in re-installing the gadget with “admin rights”. Also, if you are running a personal firewall or anti-virus program you may try inactivating it until your installation of the gadget is complete.
